associations in Latin America.  Our aim is to help these associations achieve their goals.  
 
Our approach of òaccompanimentó requires creativity and considerable soul-searching in regards to the role we play in 
the lives of these associations. It is, therefore, with delight that we report that they are demonstrating leadership in 

their communities and confidence in fulfilling their mission.   
 
This year CAPD has initiated projects that enable FANDIC and ASODISPIE, Colombian community-based disability 

associations,  to participate in an international arena.  We are quite thrilled with these projects and would like to tell 
you about them.

Lizcano, FANDICõs community worker , were in Mexico this 
summer where they visited Mexican disability organizations,   
government programs for low-income & vulnerable families, and 

a major rehabilitation centre.  Their visit marks the second phase 
of a project that was jointly funded by CAPD  and the Alberta 
Wild Rose Foundation .  

 
The purpose of their visit was to learn from the experience of 
those who do work similar to theirs and to observe the ap-

proach taken by the Mexican government to disability.  They also 
shared their own expertise. This exchange of knowledge and 
experience was enriching for all parties.

ASODISPIE is participating in a 3-year multi-centre research 

project called A New Paradigm of Health Care for Persons 
with Disabilities  that is administered jointly by a committee of 
the World Health Organization and AIFO/Italy.  This project 

encourages 1) disabled people to become more active in self-
care and 2) medical professionals to be health promoters. The 
first year of the project is funded jointly by CAPD  and the 

Christopher Reeve Foundation .  
 
The project began in February with the formation of four dis-

ability groups and one professional group. The disability group 
participants are members of ASODISPIE and fall into the follow-
ing disability conditions: Spinal Cord Injury, Cerebral Palsy, 
Spina Bifida and Down Syndrome.
